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1. SENSATIONAL SET DESIGN!

A set designer is in charge of the way a play looks. They have to set the scene for the audience,
using scenery and props. This can be anything — the inside of a room, a castle, a magical forest
— the sky is the limit! Why not have a go at being a set designer yourself? Here’s a lovely empty
stage for you to play with — have a go at drawing in some scenery.
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2. CURIOUS COSTUME DESIGN!

A costume designer is in charge of what all the characters on stage have to wear. Costumes can
tell us a lot about a character — do they like to stand out or blend in to the background? Are
there special props you need like animal ears or magic wands or fabulous jewels? Why not try
designing some costumes for the animals of Madame Malone’s Music Hall?
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3. IT'S OPENING NIGHT!

You're the director here, and it’s opening night of your play! What outfit are you going to wear
to wow the crowds and make sure you stand out on the red carpet? Draw yourself!
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4. THE CAKE WENT BOOM!

In The All Singing, All Dancing Adventures of Stinky Malone the cast sing a song called The Cake
Went Boom! Could you write a song about an exploding cake? Maybe you could make a video of
your song and send it to us?
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9. SET THE SCENE! Writing your own Stinky Malone scene

When you write a scene in a play you have to write the name of the character and then the
words they will say.
